Al-Mushahid, a journal published weekly in London gave the title “Where Does This Come From?” to an article on the wealth of Jalal Talabani, the Iraqi President. According to the journal the wealth of Talabani is as follows:

-       Sulaymaniyah Palace Hotel, which is worth 100 million US Dollars and run by Faridoun Abdoulqadir, former member of the PUK politburo

-       International Nokan Construction and Investment Company, which is based in Sulaymaniyah with several branches in Europe and run by Omar Fattah, member of the PUK politburo

-       A compound consisting of 20 luxurious houses in the Bakhtiyari district of Sulaymaniyah and 400 hectares of agricultural land in the Qanikatuva Village of Shehrezur district

-       3 villas in Irbil, 2 in Sulaymaniyah and 5 in Dohuk and Haybat Sultan Hotel, which is also located in Dohuk. 

-       Bank deposits of about 2 billion US Dollars in US and European banks, which is managed by his son Kubat Talabani, who currently resides in the US and who once was a part of the management of Israeli’s Likud Party.

 

Kurdish people, who live in extreme poverty for they have no share from the circulating money in the region, are very well aware of the fact that the economic opportunities of the region are exploited by those governing them.
